Syllabus - Adults (19+ Years)

1. Memorization is required except for Prose and Sacred reading classes.

2. Costumes and Props The festival will provide the following props: table , stool, chair and lectern. Costuming and

props are only permitted for the Drama selection and for Shakespeare classes and must be integral to the selection.

Competitors should choose material which requires an absolute minimum of props and these should be portable.

Competitors must be able to set up their props in a minimum amount of time and without assistance. All props and

costumes remain the sole responsibility of the competitor. Competitors should use good judgment in selections, and

suitable dress for their presentations. It is not intended that students use elaborate costumes. Note: no live flame on

stage is permitted.

3. Performing Arts BC has provided the following definitions as guidelines:

Prose: In prose the speaker is the narrator. The focus should be on the voice. Vocal characterization is

encouraged but the quality of prose must be maintained. The selection should include narration, description and

dialogue. It should be spoken in the story-telling style, but should not be performed as a dramatic scene, i.e. there is to

be no acting. Competitors may stand or be seated.

Drama: In drama the speaker is the character. The selection should be taken from a published play written for

two or more characters, intended to be presented on the stage by an actor assuming language, movement and dress of

the character portrayed. The selection should be the words of one character only with words of other characters

omitted. Shakespeare selections must be taken from his plays rather than his non-dramatic poetry. Stand alone

monologues (not from longer plays) are unacceptable as drama.

Poetry: In poetry the language is moulded into some kind of design; in prose it is not. Speakers may choose to

perform either lyric or narrative/dramatic poetry.

Lyric - a short unified poem expressing the poet's own experience and emotion to be presented in a relaxed

stance with no movement. The speaker interprets but should not identify himself/herself with it. (e.g. Solitude by Bliss

Carman: To Autumn by Keats; Sonnets of Shakespeare and Wordsworth.)

Narrative - a poem which tells a story and usually has dialogue: the telling of a story is the primary concern of

the speaker (e.g. Hiding by Dorothy Aldis; The King's Breakfast by A. A. Milne; The Raven by E. A. Poe; The Cattle Thief

by Pauline Johnson).

Own choice from a favourite book. Material can be chosen from a novel, short story, or essay.

Own choice from a favourite book performed from memory. Material can be chosen from a novel, short story, or essay.

One selection, own choice performed from memory.

Class : Age 28 and under Time limit 10 minutes Entry fee: $30.00

Dramatic Monologue

One selection, own choice. Selections must be taken from a published play.

One selection, own choice. Class space will be limited to three participants. The selection must NOT be performed by

the participant in any other class in the festival. The adjudicator will work with each participant individually for 30

minutes.

Dramatic Prose Reading

Own choice from a favourite book. Material can be chosen from a novel, short story, or essay.

Dramatic Prose Recital

Own choice from a favourite book performed from memory. Material can be chosen from a novel, short story, or essay.

Shakespeare Monologue

One selection, own choice performed from memory.

Dramatic Monologue

One selection, own choice. Selections must be taken from a published play.

Sacred Reading

One selection, own choice from the Bible, the Koran, Talmud, or other great sacred works, using an English translation.

Memorization is not required.

Storytelling

One selection, own choice of either an original tale or an existing story, taken from fairy tales, fables, essays, fiction and

Storytelling to a group of children of a specified age group

One selection, own choice of either an original tale or an existing story, taken from fairy tales, fables, essays, fiction and

non-fiction. from an outline submitted to the adjudicator at the beginning of the class. The story should not be

memorized, but told in the participant’s own words.

Humour

One selection, own choice of a humourous selection - prose or verse. May be anecdotal or from a published or original

work.

After-dinner Speech 

After-dinner Speech to a large gathering attending a reunion or conference or celebratory occasion. Simple audio/visual

aids may be used. Prompt cards may be used.

Introduction and Thank-you Speeches

Two speeches, one as an introduction to the main speaker, the other in appreciation of the speech, in a specific setting.

Prompt cards may be used.

Persuasive speech of a moral or political issue 

Prompt cards may be used.

News feature 

News feature for radio told twice - once for a popular entertainment channel and again using the same facts for a

serious news programme.  Prompt cards may be used.

Farewell Speeches 

Farewell speeches to two colleagues who are leaving college or a workplace, one of whom is not popular. Prompt cards

may be used.

Sermon

A sermon based on a specific text.  Prompt cards may be used.
